Who did you leave behind?

Costs and Benefits

Job and Work

What work did you do in your original country?

What kind of work do you do now?

How do you feel about the change?

Language

What language(s) did you speak in your original country?  What language did you have to learn in your new country?

How did you feel about the new language you had to learn in your new country?

How did you learn that new language?

Customs and Beliefs

In our class, we learned that immigrants adopt some new customs and beliefs when they move.  What customs in your life have changed?

What customs have stayed the same since you moved?

What religion do you practice?  How has the way you practice your religion changed in your new country?

How does it feel to come to a new country?

What has been a difficult part of your life since you moved?

What has been an easy change in your life since you moved?

How did your idea of your new country before you moved match the real situation in that country?

Basics of life

What did you like to eat in your original country?

How did you feel about food in your new country?

What do you miss?   What do you not miss?

What did you wear in your original country?

How do/did you feel about clothes in your new country?

How did your original country living space compare to your living space in your new country?

Discrimination

We learned that some immigrants face discrimination.  Some people do not accept or understand immigrants.  How were you treated when you first arrived in your new country?

How do people treat you now?

Have you ever faced discrimination?  Tell me about that experience.

Advice

What would make Minnesota more comfortable for immigrants?

Since I am learning how to be a good citizen, what do you suggest I do to make immigrants to Minnesota feel more comfortable?
